Tebow is a quarterback for the Denver 

Broncos and was the first college sophomore to win the Heisman Trophy while at the University of 

Florida. Until recently, Tebow’s jersey was the best-selling of all NFL jerseys. In addition to winning the 

Heisman Trophy, Tebow’s college performance earned him the Maxwell Award as the nation's top 

college football player, the Davey O'Brien Award as the nation's best college quarterback and the James 

E. Sullivan Award as the nation's most outstanding amateur athlete in any sport.
